· Assisting Library Patrons with the use of Self Service equipment/ Printers.

· Interest in librarianship and or literature.
· A degree of fluency in English which is the working language. C2 competency level  (according to the Common European Framework).
· Interest in Irish culture and literature.
· Genuine interest in dealing with the general public, both adults and children.
